the course provides opportunities for passive recreation such as walking, snowshoeing, and 
cross-country skiing (snowmobiles are not allowed). Please note that the Clubhouse and 
restroom facilities are closed during this time. Visitors must take care to avoid the greens 
and tees (please watch for markings) to avoid damaging these areas. Per Town ordinance, 
dogs must be leashed, and owners should pick up after their animals.
